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This quick guide has been developed for new Team Secretaries and it provides an overview of some of the Rules that affect Team Secretaries.  If your team appoints a new Team Secretary, mid-season, and they/you are unsure of their role, please contact the League Secretary for help and assistance.  

More detailed guidance can be found in your personal copy of the Official Rule & Fixture Book.  

League Meetings (section 5)

A list of meeting times and dates can be found at the front of the Official Rule & Fixture Book, on the website and on the footer of all League Meeting Minutes. A ‘signing in’ sheet is available at each meeting for team representatives to sign.

Please ensure your team is represented, as fines will be imposed for those who do not attend. Furthermore, teams failing to send a representative to 3 league meetings will be expelled from the League and must seek re-admission to the waiting list at the AGM.  

Fees (section 11)

Fines and Fees must be settled by the date of the next meeting, failure to do so will mean that an additional £2 fine will be added for every week payment is delayed.  If there are any outstanding fines at 30th September, the offending club will forfeit all rights to vote at the AGM, and will be unable to register for the following season.
In addition to the initial £60 registration fee paid at the Annual General Meeting, £40 is payable on/before the date of the July League Meeting.  Football cards will be issued to each team to help them raise this money.

A full list of Fines can be found in section 24.

Correspondence – including protests and complaints (Sections 13 & 14)

Correspondence to teams, from the Management Committee, will be forwarded to the Team Secretary.  It is your responsibility to keep players and officials informed of the outcome of meetings and correspondence.

Correspondence from you should be dated, addressed and forwarded to the League Secretary. (Excludes: fines, fees, insurance, registration and transfer matters).  Please include a stamped self-addressed envelope if a reply is required.

Registration of Teams and Players (Section 17)

Please ensure that at least 11 team players are registered with the Registration Secretary by the 28th February before the new season commences, to allow the necessary processing of paperwork to be undertaken.  If you have not received confirmation of a player’s eligibility from the Registration Secretary – please contact her, as teams that play an unregistered/ineligible player will be penalised financially and have points deducted.

In order to comply with our Child Protection Policy and Procedures a parental consent form must be completed for all players under the age of 16; the form must be signed by the player’s parent/guardian.  Copies are available from the Registration Secretary and downloaded from the website.

Players may transfer under the direction of the Registration Secretary at a fee of £1.00, but not after 30th June.

Clubs with more than one team can borrow a maximum of 2 players per game from a lower division.  Players can play up on a maximum of 3 occasions each season.

Interleague Players & Matches

We have four Interleague teams that represent the town against Bolton teams.  For more details of when and where the Interleague trials and practices take place, please contact the Interleague Managers – listed on your Management Committee Contact List.

Fixtures (Section 18)

Matches must be played on the arranged date; however fixtures may be changed to accommodate religious holidays.  Requests should be made to the League Secretary in writing. 

Matches must start punctually at the time fixed.  Matches in April and August will commence at 6.45pm.  Matches in May, June and July will commence at 7.00pm.  Cup Finals will take place week commencing 21st August and will commence at 6.30pm.

Matches cannot be started unless at least 7 players from each side are present.

Should any question arise as to the ground being unfit for play, the decision shall be left to the respective captains, however the referee should make the final decision if the captains cannot agree.  In the event of a scheduled game not taking place (ie through cancellation or abandonment) the Captain of the home team must:

· agree a new date with the visiting team’s captain and referee (the rearranged fixture must take place within 2 weeks of the original fixture).

· complete and return a scorecard clearly stating the date and venue of the rearranged match.  If the match has been started, the scorecard must also show the names of the home and visiting teams as ‘borrowing’ rules still apply.

· notify the Fixtures Secretary of the new match date by telephone or in writing.

· confirm the referee’s availability to the Referees’ Secretary by telephone or in writing.

Results (Section 20)

The referee will only announce the score at the end of the match if the scorers agree a score.  In cases where the scorers do not agree, both score books must be forwarded to the League Secretary.  Please ensure that you appoint a competent scorer and that they write legibly.  There is no age limit for when a scorer is considered competent, so please choose your scorer carefully!

The final score must be telephoned to the Press & Results Secretary by the home team no later than 10.00pm on the night of the match.   

The home team shall send an official score card showing the names of the players taking part in the match and the final result, signed by the referee, to the Registration Secretary to reach him/her within 5 days of the date of the match.  All score cards must bear the correct postage.

Referees (Section 21) 

The minimum age for referees is 16.  All officiating referees shall be paid £10.00 by the home team on completion of the game.  In the event of an abandoned or postponed game, the fee of £10.00 is to be equally shared between the two teams.

Teams in Divisions 1-5 must nominate at least 2 named referees.  Teams in Division 6 must nominate at least 1 named referee.  Teams in Division 7 must nominate at least 1 trainee referee.  If a referee is unable to officiate, it is their responsibility to find a suitably experienced substitute from the list of registered referees and inform the Referees’ Secretary accordingly.

Accidents (Section 22)

Any registered player, referee or scorer injured whilst taking part in any League, Cup or Interleague Match shall receive £20.00 per week for a period of 4 weeks and £10.00 per week for a period of 2 weeks (excludes practice matches).

All claims must be lodged with the Benefit Secretary/Treasurer within 3 days of the accident occurring (Accident Forms can be downloaded from the website).

The details required will be:

· Name, address and telephone number of person reporting the injury.

· Name, address and telephone number of person injured.

· Description of injury.

· Names of the team registered for/team playing against.

· Name of the officiating referee.

Laws of the Game (Section 25)

Please ensure that you and your players are familiar with the rules as this can avoid falling out with players and referees.

Policies and Procedures
